BUSINESS MEETING  

Minutes: The minutes for March 3, 2011 were accepted as printed.  

Treasurer’s report:  The current balance is $2,770.06. Finance report accepted as printed.  Discussion followed as WTN does not have enough funds to meet its bills.  Topic added to New Business.
COMMITTEE REPORTS

ARTS IMMERSION: Carol Meland reporting.  Again our students did a nice job of eating neatly in the auditorium during the talk back.  Event went well with the few negatives because of not getting first choice.  Next year we will continue having a window of a week to get class choice requests in before they are assigned.  Some confusion resulted this year from late registrations.  Carol will check with Sheila Fox for the latest registration update and contact by e-mail only those members registered for Art Immersion at that time.  Members chose “The Edwin Booth Company Presents” which is a play about a group putting on the play of “Taming of the Shrew”.  Date is Tuesday, November 29th.  Watch September minutes for final date to register for this program.  Fee $40 for a team of four students.
H.S. LEADERSHIP Conference:  Amy Phelps reporting.  The program presented by teachers from Burlington was very successful and will be repeated in 2012.  It will be held again in the University Center, at UW-WW on Wednesday, February 15, 2012.  Program fee, which will be $120 next year, includes six students and one adult and lunch.  $20 each for any extra persons.
MIDDLE SCHOOL LEADERSHIP Conference: Cheryl Fowler reporting.  Again, the program was a big success.  Arden James will again lead this event on Tuesday, October 4, 2011.  Registration brochures will be sent out in the fall.  This event comes up quickly in the fall but it is an easy one.  Just arrange for a team of four students to attend and you will enable them to have a wonderful experience.  Fee will be $70.
MATH 24 – Pam Sorensen reporting.  Regional hosts were thanked.  It was suggested to avoid any proctor error by having students initial the score card after each round.  Some districts successfully regrouped students after round one to have those of like ability competing.  Rules will be revised over the summer.  In the fall, be sure to review these with teachers using Math 24 so all competitors are on an even playing field.  Pam would like the hosts for this year to continue next year.  Contact Pam if you can host or if you did host this year and cannot next year.  Plan on holding regional meets in Februay and early March. MATH MEET:  Tiffany Erbentraut reported.  We have no control over Mega Meet dates but will let them know this spring the date of our SLA Recognition Ceremony.  Regional meet dates and sites will be determined at September meeting.  Meets need to be held prior to April 1 to allow time for custom tee shirts and other arrangements for the Mega Meets to be made.  Please contact Tiffany to confirm your willingness to host.  Once dates are set in the fall, there will be no changes.  If a conflict arises, a school will not be able to compete.  It is too difficult to keep changing regional competition dates.  Discussion followed about the high cost of our payment to the university to make the test.  The tests are very similar from year to year which is not fair to the contestents – some of whom practice with old tests and some who do not – nor to us who are paying for a brand new test.
