BUSINESS MEETING  

Minutes: The minutes for December 3, 2010 were accepted as printed.  

Treasurer’s report:  The current balance is $2,393.59.  Finance report accepted as printed. 

COMMITTEE REPORTS

H.S. LEADERSHIP Conference:  Marty McGinley reported on the very successful event held on February 17th at the UW-WW campus.  Next year’s event will be held on February 16, 2011.  Members were reminded of the change this year to six member teams.  Schools that brought extra students will be billed for the extras.  The university did a nice job on providing food for the group that was larger than expected.   
SOUTHERN LAKES ANTHOLOGY:  Allyssa Anderson and Amy Gee reporting.  The judging day went smoothly and members edited their entries at today’s meeting.  It is vital that districts send someone to edit during the March meeting so that we can have an error free anthology.  This editing is to make sure names and the index are correct and that all accepted pieces are there.  Three districts were absent from the editing.  

Members were reminded again that there should be NO errors in the pieces brought to the judging.  Getting corrections made is difficult for everyone and if it is the coordinators error it is unfair to children to have their piece excluded as a result.  
Book orders were due Friday March 12th.  If you didn’t get them in, call Allyssa by Monday, March 15th.  
TOUCH OF RED:  In this program, high school students exhibit 3D art at the Southern Lakes Anthology Recognition.  Last year’s event was very well received by the younger students as well as the high school artists.  The artists will be asked to speak briefly about their work and future plans to the assembly.  Remind your Touch of Red participants of the date, time, etc.

MIDDLE SCHOOL LEADERSHIP CONFERENCE:  no report.  
ARTS IMMERSION:  Julie Supernaw reported that the event on February 23, 2010 went very smoothly.  The play, “Urinetown” was a huge hit.  While evaluations are not yet summarized they seem to reflect the usual requests for more hands-on workshops.  We are fortunate to have the university staff participate in this event and can only suggest what works best for our kids.  
MATH 24:  Regionals are underway.  Next year another host for 6 & 7 will be needed, preferably some centrally located district.  Card memorization can be dealt with by identifying them in the first round and then having them compete against each other.  We don’t do 8th grade because interest in participating falls off at that age.  
MATH MEET:  Mega Meets are in May at UW Madison or Edgewood College.  We changed the SLA recognition reception date to accommodate the Mega Meet dates which we have no control over.  Regionals must be done by April 1 to allow for planning for Mega meets.  Be sure to get the names and tee shirt sizes of your mega meet participants turned in to Tiffany by the end of March. Contact your regional host if you have questions about the regional.  
Remind your students to circle their answers on the test so that it is clear to judges.  Students must simplify and label.  They will lose points if they don’t.  
PROGRAM – Amy Gee reported.  Last year’s surveys will be consulted for planning the next year’s programs.  Planning is already on the way.  Be sure to let Susan Henn know of any specific speakers and/or programs that you’d like to see us do.  

Traditionally, we hold a teacher in-service every other spring.  At the May meeting, we will need to vote on whether to have the spring in-service this next school year.  Please check with your district “powers-that-be” to see if they would release teachers for an in-service in the spring of 2011.  Formative Assessment is one topic idea being considered.  This is an expensive event that takes a lot of planning time.  We need to ensure that it will be well attended.
