BUSINESS MEETING  

Minutes: The minutes for March 10, 2010 were accepted as printed.  

Treasurer’s report:  The current balance is $3,181.54.  Non reported items include, secretarial bill ($260), today’s lunch expenses for entertainers and members, Anthology sales income and Young Auditorium expenses.  Finance report accepted as printed.  

COMMITTEE REPORTS

ARTS IMMERSION: Julie Supernaw reporting.  This year’s event went well.  Some survey responses were shared orally.  Theresa Kaukl handled the registration and assignments of students.  She asked that if people are not staying for the afternoon events to please let us know at the time of registration.  Julie Supernaw made the arrangements with the university.  A new chair is needed as Julie will be president. 
H.S. LEADERSHIP Conference:  Marty McGinley reporting.  The program presented by teachers from Burlington was very successful and will be repeated in 2011.  It will be held again in the University Center, at UW-WW.  It will be held on Wednesday, February 16, 2011.  Marty will head our program next year although he will no longer be the WTN g/t representive for Burlington.  Amy Phelps will not be with us as her g/t program has been cut.  Districts that brought more than six students were reminded that they owe WTN $10 for each extra student.  Please get a check sent to Shelia asap.  
MIDDLE SCHOOL LEADERSHIP Conference: Eileen Schieble reporting.  Again, the program was a big success.  Arden James will again lead this event on Thursday, October 14, 2010.  Registration brochures will be sent out in the fall.  This event comes up quickly in the fall but it is an easy one.  Just arrange for a team of four students to attend and you will enable them to have a wonderful experience.  
MATH 24 – Pam Sorensen reporting.  Hosts were thanked.  28 districts participated.  Students memorizing of decks continues to be a concern.  Elkhorn piloted sorting students after each round to have students of like ability competing.  Stone Bank had students spend part of the competition using the Math 24 website where all could be successful and had students who had memorized card grouped together.  The North Lake area is exploring having a tournament deck that is unique and might even have unsolvable cards to solve the problem of memorization. MATH MEET:  Tiffany Erbentraut reported that arranging regionals according to school size by in large worked well and will be tweaked as some districts sizes have changed.  We have no control over Mega Meet dates but will let them know this spring when our SLA recognition is.  Hopefully, by having our SLA Recognition Reception a week later we will avoid a conflict.  Regional meet dates and sites will be determined at September meeting.  They need to be held prior to April 1 to allow time for custom tee shirts and other arrangements for the Mega Meets to be made.  Please contact Tiffany to confirm your willingness to host.  Once dates are set in the fall, there will be no changes.  If a conflict arised, a school will not be able to compete.  It is too difficult to keep changing regional competition dates.

Members discussed whether to have a Spring Inservice.  Shirley suggested looking into a grant to help with the cost.  CESA 2 might be willing to cohost such an event.  The consensus was not to have a spring inservice in 2011 as most members’ districts did not have the money to release teachers.  The decision was made to expand our formative assessment program length in either September or December and invite teachers to that meeting for half a day.
